1. What is an MRI?/MRI B2 & 1%

Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI) is a scan that uses the powerful magnetic field of a large
electromagnet to measure the nuclear magnetic resonance of hydrogen atoms in the body, and create
images of internal body structures to be analyzed by a computer.

You will be inside a narrow tunnel of the MRI scanner. During the examination, the scanner will make a
loud knocking or drumming sound, the vibrating sound of the high-speed switching of magnetic fields.

The average duration of an MRI examination is 20 to 30 minutes. When a contrast medium is used, or
when a large number of images are taken, the duration may be prolonged. You are advised to follow the
instructions of a radiology technician carefully.

In any of the cases below, you may not be able to have an MRI scan. Consult your doctor in advance.

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*Please keep in mind that if you bring in items such as a watch, hearing aids, cellular phone, and magnetic cards,
it may cause problems during the MRI examination, and the item itself may malfunction because of the
magnetism and become unusable.
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*You may be required to take a drug immediately before the examination depending on the situation.
